Todd Wehr Volunteer Award

This award was named in honor of C. Frederic (Todd) Wehr, a Milwaukee
industrialist who was well-known in the greater Milwaukee area for his
philanthropy and volunteerism. Mr. Wehr served on many nonprofit boards
and gave generously of his time to many charitable causes. He was a

longtime executive in his family’s business, the Wehr Steel Company.

Todd Wehr passed away in 1965 and left the bulk of his estate to the Todd
Wehr Foundation, which focuses on capital projects affecting children and
education. The foundation continues to be an important Milwaukee-area

charitable supporter to the present day.
